Result Highlights

> 90 percent believe the use of nuclear power is an important part of meeting
the United States’ electricity needs

> 84 percent agree the use of nuclear power will lead to greater energy
independence

»> 83 percent agree that nuclear is a reliable source of energy

» 79 percent support allowing existing nuclear plants to extend their operating
licenses

> 69 percent agree that nuclear power is a safe method of generating electricity

» 67 percent would classify nuclear as a clean energy source as it produces
carbon emission-free energy and emits no greenhouse gases

» 69 percent support the construction of new nuclear power plants in the state

> 92 percent say it is important to educate youth about the benefits of nuclear
energy

*The survey of 800 Pennsylvania adults was conducted June 7-9, 2010. It was designed and conducted by
Susquehanna Polling and Research, Inc. The sample error for the total sample is plus or minus 3.46%. Survey results
were generated via a random sample telephone survey.
